All site-areas have been recalculated, and all site-polygons have been updated, also the sites with minor changes in area. This facilitates the workflow.
One site (UT-WNF) had a name-error (UT_WNF) and therefore had a name change.

Two sites (GR-ENN and ZH_PLUT) have been merged with other sites.

Category ‘Natuurbeschermingwetgebieden/Nature Conservation Act’ (NL01)

Two sites have been changed: N2k-122 (Westerschelde) and N2k-113 (Voordelta)

Category ‘natuurreservaten met beheersubsidie’ / ‘Nature reserve’ (NL21)

Until 2009 the data for the category ‘natuurreservaat met beheersubsidie’ / ‘Nature reserve’ were collected separately from different owners/ reserve managers. The choice of the sites to include in the CDDA delivery was partly subjective. Starting in 2012 we have chosen an alternative approach that makes the dataflow for this category easier (better automated) and more uniform (reproducible). 

Starting in 2012 the category ‘natuurreservaten met beheersubsidie’ / ‘Nature reserve’ is skipped replaced by Alternatively a category ‘natuurreservaten in eigendom van terreinbeheerders’ / ‘Nature reserves owned by professional nature management organizations’. Data on a fixed set of owners are derived from the Dutch land register. A comparison with the category ‘natuurreservaten met beheersubsidie’ / ‘Nature reserve’ in the last Dutch CDDA delivery (2009) shows that the area covered is very comparable.

This new approach has lead to a one-off adjustment oft the individual areas in the database. In 2009 there were some 1743 separate polygons in the Dutch delivery for this category. We have considered the option of aggregating the data in this category ‘natuurreservaten in eigendom van terreinbeheerders’ / ‘Nature reserves owned by professional nature management organizations’ to 1 polygon for the entire country.  The CDDA data however, are also made public via the World Database on Protected Areas (WDPA, http://protectedplanet.net/). Therefore, for the choice of the level of aggregation, we have also taken into account the presentation aspects. For each CDDA record/polygon a separate  webpage is created that shows area information and allows for  public interaction. In order the give meaning to these pages, the data on Nature reserves owned by professional nature management organizations are being subdivided according to provinces and owners. In the CDDA-database these 69 new sites are organized as total property per nature management organization per region. In this way many different areas, acquired in different years are merged together in a single site on a regional and ownership basis. This makes it impossible to establish a meaningful year of founding or legislation. As we introduce this method in 2012, we chose to fill out this year as probably the next best choice in the YEAR-field.

For the CDDA_COORDINATES_CODE we have chosen to fill out "02" for this field. We already calculated the LAT- and LON-field for the centroids, but the EEA can recalculate the centroids for the site according to their own method if desired. They have no legal status.

Category ‘Natuurbeschermingwetgebieden/Nature Conservation Act’ (NL01)

The Natura 2000 sites (Bird Directive and Habitat Directive) are designated under the national Natuurbeschermingswet/Nature Conservation Act. This proces is ungoing at the moment. The new designation replaces a number of formerly Nature  Conservation Act sites.

Attribute-field “YEAR”

For a great number of records marked “to_be_deleted” where no year could be established, a “dummy” value of “1900”  is filled out to avoid error messages in the validator.
